4. OPERATION

4.2. Plug the heater into the mains supply and select the required output by using the rotary switch on the top of the heater, see fig.1. The
settings are: fan only, half heat, full heat. The thermostat is operated by the second knob.
4.3. To switch the unit off, select “0”. Allow the unit to cool before handling or storage.

EI WARNING! DO NOT touch the top of the heater when in use as it becomes hot.
WARNING! Always allow elements to cool before moving the units. Use only on a smooth even surface.
