SETUP

Attach the lifting hook onto the lifting eye of the 1083-80 full pallet
block grab ensuring the hooks gate is properly closed and secure.

Position the load levelling wheels so that they are set at the same
height from the rubber jaw grips as the height of the intended item to
be carried.

Ensure the load levelling wheels are set to the same height each side!
The grab is now ready for use.
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WARNING!

Do not use this equipment for dragging loads; it should be
used for lifting loads clear of the ground only.
Always ensure that the forks are set to the correct width for
each load lifted.

REMEMBER:

To avoid the risk of injury keep hands and feet clear of the

unit at all times during use. Only use safety handles to ma-

noeuvre the unit during use and only when it is safe to do so.

At no time should anyone either trained personnel or other-

wise be allowed under the raised load or near enough to be at
risk in the event that the load moves.




WORKING INSTRUCTIONS

USING THE EQUIPMENT

The user of this equipment must assess the load to be lifted prior to using the 1083-80 full pallet block grab. Ensuring
that the load is securely banded or strapped to the pallet.

In its open position raise the grab and lower it over the item you intend to lift. Once in a central position (allowing
both rubber jaw grips to travel down the outside of the item) lower the grab over the load until the locking catch
mechanism activates.

You can now raise the unit slowly in turn lifting the item of the ground.

With the load just off the ground assess for balance and security of the load.

Once the load is deemed safe place the safety net under the 1083-80 and its load and fit it securely to the net hooks.

Once satisfied that the load is safe proceed to transfer the loaded unit to its intended position in a slow and controlled
manner avoiding sudden movements. Once in position to be unloaded lower the 1083-80 until just off the ground.

Remove the safety net and land the load, the catch will release and allow you to lift the 1083-80 clear of the load.

Once the unit is finished with, lower it to the ground where it will be stored. Release the lifting hook from the Lifting
eye and clean the unit down ready for its next use

THE 1083 SHOULD NEVER BE USED WITHOUT A

RESTRAINT NET & THE NET MUST ALWAYS BE PULLED

TIGHT AROUND THE LOAD. THE NET SHOULD NOT BE
USED FOR ANY OTHER APPLICATION.

THE NET IS NOT DESIGNED TO CATCH A FALLING LOAD.
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
